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The Goal:
My predominant interest is providing frameworks to students for considering the implications that biotechnology will have for living meaningful lives. 

· What is a meaningiful life? 

· Hard Work

· Good Relationships

· Self Knowledge

· Maximizing joy

· Maintaining Satisfaction

· After considering what makes life meaningful, how will genetic technologies coincide or conflict with these conceptions? Examples:

· Genetic Enhancement: Can an individual ever achieve satisfaction with herself if she always has the option of changing her strengths and limits? Is there something essential about the Self (defined by “natural/original” strengths and limits) that is essential to satisfaction?

· Human Cloning: Can an individual born from reproductive cloning technology have relationships unmarred by unreasonable expectations or feel comfortable with her self-knowledge?

· Synthetic Biology/Nanotechnology: If we can engineer life forms to address complications in the environment created by human impact, will individuals have the impetus to take responsibility for their actions and find purposeful interaction with their surroundings?

The Mode: 
My desire is to produce interactive media based workshops and presentations for three levels of educational institutions – middle school, high school, and college – using video and live action production elements.

· Audio/Visual representations of life paths: Growing up, relationships, finding a career, dealing with death

· Narrator engagement: What are essential choices and events that make these paths Good? What is the relationship of Meaning to Good and Bad?

· Video and Live Action representations of different forms of biotechnology and how they work

· Narrator engages audience on similarities and differences between genetic technologies and current parallels:

The presentations are not intended to produce certain answers, but to provoke critical thinking. Making decisions about what is Meaningful will allow students to engage more fully in the course of progress, decide what products to purchase, how to raise children and develop more meaningful relationships. 

If individuals have firmer ideas of which technologies will maintain or hinder their individual conceptions of the Meaningful Life, they will have a greater stake and take a more active approach to making sure that technology is properly directed and regulated.
